The Opportunity program offers support to middle 
or high school students who may need some 
classroom accommodations or assistance in 
organizing work.  Opportunity is for those students 
who have diagnosed ADD, learning disabilities, 
slower learner status, or other disorders which may 
prevent them from experiencing academic success.  
Opportunity is not a class, but attendance in 
Opportunity directed studies is required. 

A conference with the family, Opportunity advisor, 
and teachers produces ideas of accommodations 
that are needed to allow success in the classroom.  
Included may be oral tests, a note taker, extra time 
on tests, books on tape, and a system for organizing 
assignments. 

A contract is agreed upon by the teacher, parents, 
student, and advisor that documents each one’s 
responsibilities.  The Opportunity advisor monitors 
the plan, makes necessary changes, and gives the 
student the extra help he or she may need. The cost 
is $69 a month for middle school students; $70 a 
month for high school students, September 
through June. Students may enroll at any time if 
openings exist.

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A child who is weak in phonemic awareness, 
word decoding, reading fluency, or 
comprehension would benefit from working 
with Mrs. Lister in Reading Road.  

Testing Fee: $55 

Reading Road Fee: $82 a month for 30 
minute group sessions four times a week or 30 
minute private sessions two times a week. 
Reading Road is October through May. 

A child who is weak in phonemic awareness/
auditory conceptual function can receive direct 
multi–sensory stimulation through Lindamood 
Phoneme Sequencing (LiPS). Fee: $180 a 
month for 30 minute private sessions, four 
times a week.  
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A child who needs to strengthen his/her 
foundational skills for learning to read would 
benefit from working with Mrs. Davis in 
Search and Teach.  

Search 
The Search scan is used with 5 and 6-year-olds 
to provide profiles of individual strengths and 
weaknesses in the readiness skills necessary 
for reading success.  

Areas assessed are Visual, Visual-Motor, 
Auditory, Body Image, and Intermodal (the 
integration of the Visual, Visual-Motor, and 
Auditory function). Weaknesses in any of 
these areas will likely hinder a child’s ability 
to progress into a good reader. The Search 
scan is conducted by Mrs. Davis. 

Search Scan Fee: Free  

Teach 
Children enter the Teach part of the  program 
in Kindergarten or 1st grade following the 
Search scan. Each student is assigned “tasks” 

carefully designed to address the needs revealed by 
the Search scan. Each student will progress 
through those tasks at his/her own rate.  

Teach Fee: $103 a month for 30 minute private 
sessions three times a week.  Teach is September 
through May. 

Exit Testing 

Students planning to leave the program at the end 
of 1st or 2nd grade may, by appointment, be tested 
by the educational therapist.  

Exit Testing Fee: Free 
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A child may struggle with core academic skills: 
handwriting, spelling, written expression, math, or 
reading would benefit from working with an 
educational therapist in the Discovery program. 

Difficulties Which May Lead To Intervention 
The child’s struggle may be due to difficulty with 
visual-motor integration, difficulty with visual or 
auditory processing, or weak phonological 
function including phonemic awareness. 

Conferencing Available To Parents 
The educational therapist is available to conference 
with parents who have concerns regarding their 
child’s academic performance.  Discovery, for the 
young child, is a program of prevention. 

Discovery Is For Any Struggling Learner  
Any child who is struggling in the classroom, who 
is showing signs of dyslexia, or who has been 
diagnosed with a specific learning disability can 
have access to the Discovery program.  

Testing Methods Available To Student 
A student wishing to be considered for Discovery 
may be tested for free through the public school 
system.  Mrs. Veronica Gatling, Vice Principal, is 
available to help with this process.  A student 
wishing to be considered for Discovery, not going 
through the public school system, may be tested by 
Sylva Robinson for a fee of $250. 

Registration Fee: $250 for new students, $150 
for returning students. 

Discovery Fee: $250 a month for private 
sessions of 1 hour 20 minutes two times a week; 
10 months of tuition guarantees a total of 60 
sessions.  
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The goals of the three programs are as follows: 

Search and Teach: for those who have a “weak 
foundation for learning” the opportunity  

· To be identified early 
· To receive appropriate intervention in the 

primary grades 

Reading Road: for those who have low reading 
scores the opportunity 

· To improve phonemic awareness  
· To improve word decoding skills 
· To improve sight word recognition 
· To improve reading fluency 
· To improve reading comprehension 

Discovery: for those who “struggle with 
learning” the opportunity 

· To develop core academic skills 
· To build competence and confidence 
· To succeed in life as an independent learner
