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Computer (entering grades 3-5; 6-8) Miss Karmae Shiplett 
Using Hewlett Packard IBM compatible computers, students will explore the basics of using a computer. A variety of computer skills and 
experiences will be taught. Office 2000 will be introduced, as well as typing, Word, PowerPoint, and Publisher. Students will learn how to use the 
internet to search for pictures. 
 
Computer Basics (entering grades 1-3) Mr. Bill Alford 
As a younger student, we sometimes look at technology as something to play with or something that we really don’t know how to use. In this class 
we will look at everything from basic computer function and care to tasks that are relevant to children in the primary grades. We will explore basic 
office tools like Power Point and Word. We will also look at the internet and how we should use it for both learning and fun. Technology for 
beginners in a fun atmosphere. 
 
Fourth Grade Math (entering grades 4-5) Mr. Colin Pearson 
The emphasis of this class will be to solidly prepare students in the four fundamental properties of mathematics: addition, subtraction, 
multiplication, and division. This class is designed for those wanting to be challenged or needing more reinforcement. 
 
Fun With Math Class 1 (entering grades 1-3) Mrs. Dana Cheney 
This class will provide games, board work, and many fun ways to learn and master the basic addition and subtraction facts. Class will review and 
strengthen math skills. 
 
Fun With Math Class 2 (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Brian Tanner 
This course will review and preview important math skills such as integers, decimals, fractions, percents, ratios, proportions, and graphs using 
games and food. 
 
Graphic Design (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Matt Horner 
In this class we will explore the art of graphic design, where we will learn the basics of creating and modifying pictures on a computer. We will 
learn what graphic design is and why it is important in the world during a time of increased technology. Graphic design can be used to create 
posters, websites, and can be printed off as works of art. I would also suggest taking web design as graphic design is an important part in creating 
websites. 
 
Math Skills (entering grades 5-8) Mrs. Rhonda Alford  
In this class we will look at areas that cause problems to students in the middle grades such as the concepts needed to master fractions, decimals, 
percentages, multiplication, and division. This class would be beneficial to those who struggle in these areas of math as well as anyone who just 
needs to sharpen these skills in an environment without the pressure of tests or grades. 
 
Math: Addition and Subtraction (entering grades 1-3) Mrs. Wendy Butcher 
This class will provide games, board work, and many fun ways to learn and master the basic addition and subtraction facts.  Class will review and 
strengthen math skills. 
 
Math: Fractions, Decimals, and Percents (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Wendy Grandpré 
Emphasis will be on understanding the fundamental concepts of reducing fractions and changing decimals to percents.  This class is for students 
who either need remedial help in preparing for the fall semester, or for students who need to review the basic skills for fun. 
 
Math: Multiplication and Division (entering grades 3-5) Mrs. Dana Cheney 
Emphasis will be on understanding the fundamental concepts of multiplication and division, accomplished by drill and memorization. 
 
Math: Pre Algebra (entering grades 6-8) Mrs. Wendy Grandpré 
Pre Algebra is for students who either need remedial help in preparing for the fall semester, or for students who would like enrichment. 
 
Math: Basic Math (entering grades 5-8) Mrs. Wendy Grandpré 
Basic Math is for students who either need remedial help with math or, for students who just want to get a head start for the fall. It will review basic 
math skills and include a variety of math experiences. 
 
Web Design (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Matt Horner 
This class will focus on the basics of web design. We will learn how to create a website, how to build a website, and how to manage a website after 
it is built. We will be focusing mainly on HTML (Hypertext Markup Language) as our medium of building a website. Every student will have 
created a template for a website by the end of the class that they will be able to use in the future. I would suggest also taking graphic design which 
will help students create better websites. 
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Fun With Food (entering grades 2-3; 4-5; 5-8) Mrs. Donna Clason and Mrs. Debbie Puglia 
Have fun learning how to read recipes, measure ingredients, bake and cook, and eat samples from each meal of the day. Class Fee: $15 
 
First Grade Fun With Food (entering grade 1) Mrs. Wendy Butcher 
Have fun learning how to read recipes, measure ingredients, and eat samples from the treat of the day. Class Fee: $15 
 
Snack Attack—Boys Only (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Jodi Jones 
Learn to prepare yummy snacks for lunch, after school, and weekends. Creative foods that require no cooking.  Class Fee: $15 
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Arts and Crafts (entering 1-2; 3-5) Mrs. Dana Cheney 
This class is designed for the artistic student who loves to create. This class will include a variety of crafting opportunities, using many techniques and 
mediums through several different projects. Class Fee: $10 
 
Ballet (entering grades 3-8) Mrs. Erin Hvegholm  
Students will be taught basic ballet terminology and definitions.  We will go over these terms every day in class. There will be stretching, bar work, across 
the floor, and center floor work taught.  We will go over musicality with petite allegro (fast foot work) and adagio (slow sustained movement).  There will 
be a performance at the end of Summer School.  Dance attire – pink tights, black leotard, ballet shoes, and hair in a burn. 
  
Calligraphy (entering grades 5-8) Mrs. Jodi Jones 
Simple ways to make hand lettering unique and beautiful. Learn a lettering style sure to impress friends, family, and teachers. Class Fee: $15 
 
Introduction to Drumline (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Colin Pearson 
Study percussion techniques: how to correctly hold the sticks, reading and writing drum music, using correct hand and finger technique, how to play 
musically with other players, the 26 drum rudiments, and playing with precision with other players as you get an accelerated start on putting it altogether as 
a team to perform at the finale. Students will need a pair of sticks and a practice pad for this course. These can be purchased locally for about $25. 
 
Elementary Tap (entering grades 1-3) Mrs. Erin Hvegholm  
Students will learn tap terminology, musicality, rhythm, clapping and timing as we listen to music and tap.  There will be a performance at the end. Dance 
attire—loose fitting pants or Capri pants and t-shirt may be worn.  Tights and leotards may be worn if you have some.  Tap shoes or tennis shoes needed. 
 
Guitar Class (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Colin Pearson 
Learn to play the guitar. Beginning guitarists will learn basic chords and strumming techniques which will translate into learning and playing different 
songs. Students must provide their own instrument. 
 
Jewelry Making (entering grades 1-4) Mrs. Jodi Jones 
Create your own dazzling fashions. Have fun by adding your own distinctive style to jewelry creations.  Class Fee: $10 
 
Music Exploration (entering grades 5-8) Sue Cull 
Spend a month with famous people! Listen to great music. Learn about the composers' lives. Do related art, music and movement activities. 
Week 1: Meet Mozart. Week 2: Meet Beethoven  Week 3: Meet Bach  Week 4: Meet Tchaikovsky 
 
Penmanship (entering grades 2-4) Mrs. Jodi Jones 
Learn simple skills to improve your penmanship.   
 
Planes, Trains, and Automobiles (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Aaron Williams 
Come with a model car, train, or airplane. You will have a relaxing and enjoyable time building your model. Class fee: $5 
 
Scrapbooking Class 1 (entering grades 3-6) Miss Mindy Ferguson 
Students will learn different skills for creating wonderful memory albums. They will need to bring in their own pictures and will be provided with their own 
albums and materials for scrapbooking.  Class Fee $15  
 
Scrapbooking Class 2 (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Lisa Costello 
Students will learn to create wonderful memory albums. They will need to provide some special papers, glue, and non-consumable materials like fancy 
scissors, stencils, and pens to use in the classroom.  Class Fee: $15 
 
Scrapbooking Class 3 (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Mia Castro 
For the crafty, creative, and all who want to be.  Turn your photos into fun books of memories handmade by you!  We will learn how to frame and crop 
pictures and use themes to make a page!  Most crafting tools will be supplied.  Class fee: $15 
 
Sketching (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Bill Alford 
The people and places that we see every day can inspire us. In this class we will explore these things in black and white as well as in color at times. We will 
look at character drawing and drawing objects and places as well. We will explore the concepts of line, value, and depth in our drawing. The most 
important thing we will do is to enjoy and enhance the abilities we already have to create! Class fee: $10 
 
Solos, Duos, and Trios (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Mia Castro 
Do you like to sing?  Have you ever thought about singing a song by yourself or with a couple of friends?  If so, come join us for a time of worship and 
praise to God!  This class will cover the basics of performance, timing, and singing with others. We will even work on a song that you will be able to 
perform!  Worship the LORD with gladness;  come before him with joyful songs. Psalm 100:2. Class fee: $15 
 
Stomp (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Colin Pearson 
Make music with very unusual and everyday items. Analyze different kinds of Stomp routines. Students will put together a routine to perform at the finale. 
Come stomp together in praise! Students will be asked to bring items from home. 
 
Summer Chorus (entering grades 2-6) Mr. Mark Clason 
Students will learn and present a concert of music called, “Songs of the Jurassic”. This exciting package of music includes 7 songs that will be memorized 
and presented to parents at the end of the term. No previous experience necessary. All songs will be sung in unison, except for passages where the boys and 
the girls sing at different times. Materials: imagination, open mind, spirit of adventure, and a good attitude 
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Poetry (entering grades 6-8) Sue Cull 
Poetry is fun! Have you met Ogdan Nash? Rudyard Kipling? Shel Silverstein? Now is your chance. Learn to read and enjoy poetry, and even 
write your own. This is a great enrichment class for students. 
 
Print-making (entering grades 5-8) Sue Cull 
Print-making is fun! Learn to print with vegetables, create potato stamps, and carve linoleum blocks. Create an original work of art to enter in 
the Antelope Valley Fair. Class fee: $20  
 
Tap II (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Erin Hvegholm  
Students will learn tap terminology, musicality, rhythm, clapping, and timing will be worked on as we listen to music and tap.  There will be a 
performance at the end. Dance attire—loose fitting pants or Capri pants and t-shirt may be worn.  Tights and leotards may be worn if you have 
some.

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Babysitting (entering grades 5-8) Mrs. Donna Clason

Fun Fitness (entering grades 1-3) Mrs. Nicole Cooper 
Stay fit and have fun! 
 
God’s Superheroes (entering grades 4-8) Miss Mindy Ferguson 
In this class students will be going through the book Joseph—God’s Superhero by Kay Arthur. Using examples from Joseph’s life, games, 
puzzles, and inductive activities, students will see how God chooses and equips ordinary people to become his superheroes. Class Fee $10  
 
Heroes of the Bible (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Mark Clason 
Each day of the class, we will learn about different heroes, men and women, of the Christian faith as they are revealed in the Old and New 
Testaments.  Materials: Bible, notebook, pen/pencil 
 
Insects (entering grades 2-3) Mrs. Valerie Wright 
Do you like creepy crawly insects? Join us as we explore their world! Who is the biggest? What is the fastest? How do they help us? See some 
of God’s greatest creations! 
 
Introduction to 6 th Grade (entering grade 6) Mrs. Lisa Costello 
Are you ready to be a 6th Grader? Are you unsure of what middle school is all about? Do you want to make sure that you are ready to switch 
classes and do well in school. This is the class for you. 
 
Ocean Life (entering grades 1-2) Miss Julie Tanner 
Art projects, story writing, graphing goldfish crackers, sorting, and more! The whole class will be themed around ocean life.  
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Science Themes (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Bill Alford 
As we know, God created the Earth. Though this is true, we are faced every day with scientists and media personalities that say He did not. With the 
help of Kent Hovind and other creationist and Bible scientists we will discover the science of the Bible. We will look at important issues like how we got 
here and how long we have been here.

Comprehension Strategies (entering grades 3-5) Mrs. Terry Winchester 
Comprehension Strategies can be fun with the Crazy Professor Reading Game. Learn how to comprehend what you read with dramatic expression, teach 
your neighbor, summarizing and paraphrasing. Retain what you read and have fun doing it! 
 
Conversational Spanish (entering grades 1-4; 5-8) Mrs. Sonia Robinson 
The purpose of the program is to teach Spanish in a fun, fast, simple, and very exciting way. 
 
Explore Reading (entering grades 1-2) Sue Cull 
This class will be a great experience for beginning readers. Each day they will listen to a different classic children's story, then do an activity related to 
the book. Science, art, music, geography, history and writing skills will be presented in a fun and interesting way. 
 
First Grade Readiness (entering grade 1) Miss Julie Tanner 
We will be reinforcing skills learned in Kindergarten. Phonics, addition, subtraction, graphing, sorting and more! 
 
Fun with Phonics (entering grades 1-2) Mrs. Terry Winchester 
Learn how to connect the sounds of spoken English with letters (or groups of letters) and know how to blend the sounds together to pronounce and write 
words properly. 
 
Grammar Class 1 (entering grades 1-3) Mrs. Terry Winchester 
Learn the parts of speech and how to use them correctly with Schoolhouse Rock music fun! Learn your nouns, verbs, adverbs, adjectives, pronouns etc 
in a very memorable way. 
 
Grammar Class 2 (entering grades 5-8) Mrs. Rhonda Alford

Phonics (entering grades 1-2) Mrs. Wendy Butcher 
This class is designed for those who would like to get a head start on phonics rules, or for those that need the extra reinforcement.  Games 
and activities will be used to help strengthen decoding and spelling skills.   
 
Phonics Fun (entering grades 1-2) Miss Mindy Ferguson 
This class is designed for those who would like to get a head start on phonics rules, or for those that need the extra reinforcement. Games 
and activities will be used to help strengthen decoding and spelling skills.  
 
Radio Theater (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Mark Clason 
Students will engage their imaginations and sense of the dramatic as we bring selections to life using our voices, music, and sound 
effects!  Selections may include a slice of Shakespeare, a dash of fantasy, a bit of sci-fi, and a bouquet of romance.  Reading material will 
be provided in class.  Materials: imagination, ability to read at an advanced elementary school level, encouraging words and attitude. 
 
Readers’ Theatre (entering grades 4-8) Mrs. Wendy Grandpré 
Examine and critique different scripts, apply techniques such as timing, vocal and facial expression, and characterization as you learn to 
read through scripts with fluency. Reviewing several scripts, you will then practice and perform them at the finale. Students will also 
practice drama activities. 
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Baseball (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Aaron Williams 
You will learn proper throwing and hitting techniques as well as rules and strategies to the game. 
 
Basketball (entering grades 5-8) Mr. Tim Gatling 
This coed basketball class will teach the fundamentals of the sport, and will help students develop skills related to the sport. 
 
Basketball Games—Boys Only (entering 5-8) Mr. Tim Gatling 
We will learn the fundamentals of the game through instruction, hands on practice, and basketball videos.  Weekly, we run full court games 
outside to develop teamwork and a competitive spirit that honors God.  Bring plenty of water and be ready to play. 
 
Basic Physical Conditioning (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Mark Clason

together. We will discuss basic nutrition, exercise, and discipline strategies.  Materials:  open mind, spirit of adventure, good attitude, 
appropriate clothing (running shoes, modest shorts and shirts) towel, water bottle, pencil or pen, clipboard 
 
Cheerleading (entering grades 1-4; 5-8) Mr. Matt Horner  
In cheerleading we will learn the basics of this sport. We will not only create a routine that will be performed at the end of summer school, but 
also analyze other cheer routines. We will also learn the difference between dance teams, competition cheer squads, and pep squads. We will 
learn safe stunting, tumbling, and jumping throughout the class. 
 
Child Safety (entering grades 1-3; 4-8) Mrs. Sonia Robinson 
Students will learn and practice basic safety.  The approach to child safety will be taught in a non-threatening way.  It will encourage students to 
trust their intuition, inform them of the rules pertaining to strangers, and much more.   
 
Games and Strategies (3-8) Mrs. Lisa Costello 
This class is designed to expose students to a variety of games, learn basic rules, and experience the games through play. Games will include: 
checkers, chess, and several others. 
 
Golf (entering grades 4-8) Mr. Aaron Williams 
Learn the rules and strategies of golf as you play with real clubs and plastic balls. Develop technique and study course etiquette and safety so 
that you are ready to play the course.  Bring your clubs and balls if you have them. 
 
Gymnastics (entering grades 1-3; 4-8) Mr. Jarrod Shiplett and Mrs. Karmae Shiplett 
Emphasis is placed on developing basic skills for beginning gymnasts. 
 
Team Dodge Ball (entering grades 1-3; 4-8) Mr. Jarrod Shiplett 
During our four weeks, this class will focus on two main versions of team dodge ball; full-court and half-court. Students will be taking part in 
team building exercises, as well as throwing and dodging drills. Dodge ball is a great aerobic workout and will be taught in a safe, fun-based 
environment where good sportsmanship and honor are emphasized.
